The DNSBL System of the Council of Hungarian Internet Providers
We introduce the DNSBL System of the Council of Hungarian Internet Providers, which is a unique public service for managing standard DNS blocklists of service providers and institutions, both white and black ones, in a unique centralized system.

We also present the DNS blocklists in general, their importance, speciality and their possibilities of versatile usage.

This system may become important in the fights of spams and cooperation between the service providers and mail server operators.

In this system registered users maintain white, black and other dns blocklists via a REST API or human web interface. Anyone can use the lists as standard DNS blocklists, these lists are available public.

This system is operated by Council of Hungarian Internet Providers and was developed by INTEGRITY Informatics Limited. (Hungary), and the lists can be maintained by mail server operators, Internet providers, academic intsitutes and others.
